Yard Waste.

(26-gallon wheeled compost cart)

e Food scraps meat,dairy, ¢ Pizza boxes & egg cartons
fruit,coffee, tea bags, e Grass, and leaves
nutshells * Prunings
e Shredded paper e Branches under 4’ long and
e Paper towels & napkins 4" diameter
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what to not include.

e Cooking oil and grease e Pet litter or waste

e Plastic bags e Soil & rocks

e Plastic food wrap e Sod

e Plastic containers e Stumps

e Metal e Branches over 4'x 4”
e Glass e Lumber or fencing

e Car grease and liquids e Hazardous waste

e Diapers e Household garbage
